Position Description:
The Case Workers’ mission is to build trusting relationships with our residents and guests, offer them
supportive services, and advocate for them in the larger community. Case Workers report regularly to the
Program Coordinator. Responsibilities include: (1) Supervising the administration of all guest medications;
(2) Keeping a case file on each assigned resident; (3) Helping assigned residents to maintain important
relationships with their service providers; (4) Assisting assigned residents to acquire needed entitlements
such as Social Security, S.S.I., DPA, VA benefits, Health Insurance; (5) Assisting assigned residents to
manage personal finances wisely and efficiently; (6) Assisting assigned residents during times of crisis,
anxiety, apprehension or confusion, offering appropriate aid and comfort; (7) Accompanying assigned
residents to critical appointments to support productive connections and outcomes; (8) Assessing and
supporting the resident’s ADL skills: personal hygiene, living unit hygiene, food shopping, meal preparation,
public transportation use, laundry, etc.; (9) Encouraging residents’ personal growth through educational
opportunities, appropriate employment, personal skill training, artistic expression, and religious affiliation; (10)
Networking with local and national advocates for the homeless; (11) Participating in regular Clinical Staff and
Peer Supervision meetings.

Requirements:
Must be a person of mature religious faith.

About Bethesda Project:
Seeking God’s guidance and believing that we are responsible to each other as members of one family, the
mission of Bethesda Project is to find and care for the abandoned poor and be family with those who have
none. Bethesda Project is an extended family of shelter guests, residents, staff, volunteers and benefactors.
